Antrim Glen 

Protective Convenants

Revised February 10, 2003

1. Each lot within Antrim Glen shall be used for single family private dwellings only.  There shall be no more than one dwelling placed on any lot.

2. There shall be no subdividing of any lot, nor shall any lot line or boundary be changed without the prior written approval of the Developer and The Antrim Glen Property Owners Association, Inc., Board of Directors.

3. No structure shall be placed on any lot to be used as a church, school, day care center, or kindergarten.  No lot shall be used as a cemetery.

4. No mobile home, shack or temporary dwelling shall be placed on any lot.

5. No lot of structure shall be used for any type of business or commercial enterprise.  There shall be no signs allowed on any lot advertising any business or enterprise, with the exception of Real Estate signs which shall be no larger than 24” by 24”.  A personal office within the home is permitted, however any activity that may increase the normal volume of vehicular traffic and/or deliveries to the residence or the neighborhood is prohibited.

6. No inoperable vehicles, or parts thereof, or vehicles without current and valid license tag registration shall be parked or stored on any lot, unless stored or parked within an enclosed garage.  Adequate paved off-street parking shall be provided by the owner of each lot.  Parking of any vehicle on the streets or in the yard is prohibited.  No tractor-trailer trucks or vehicles of more that one ton capacity shall be allowed to park overnight within Antrim Glen, with the exception of vehicles associated with moving furniture, appliances, or the delivery of other goods into or out of the residences of the Community.  All Recreational Vehicles, or Business Trucks displaying advertising logos, shall be parked or stored within an enclosed garage or storage facility which has been approved by the Antrim Glen Architectural Review Committee.

7. There shall be no accumulations of garbage, discarded personal effects, debris, waste, or other unsightly objects on any lot.  Except for pickup/collection days, refuse containers shall be located at the rear of the home so as not to be visible from the street or unsightly to the neighbors.

8. No livestock shall be permitted on any lot including, but not limited to swine, poultry, cattle, horses, or goats.  No commercial breeding or boarding of animals shall be permitted on any lot.  There shall be no kennels.  Normal household pets such as a dog or cat shall be permitted, must be under the control of its owner at all times.

9. Homes constructed with Antrim Glen shall have a minimum enclosed heated and cooled living area (exclusive of garages, carports, porches, decks, bulk-storage and basement) of no less than 2,000 square feet for any one story residence.  Any two story home constructed in Antrim Glen shall have a minimum enclosed heated and cooled living area (exclusive of garages, carports, porches, decks, bulk-storage and basement) of not less than 2,400 square feet.

10. Prior to any construction on any lot, building plans, elevations, specifications of materials, specifications of construction methods, with plot plans showing the location of buildings shall be submitted to the Antrim Glen Architectural Review Committee (ARC) for study.  The ARC may reject building plans it deems to be unsuitable for the subdivision, if plans are of a style or exterior finish that would detract from, devalue, or adversely affect the surrounding homes and adjacent lots.  If the Architectural Review Committee fails to approve or disapprove such plans and specifications within forty-five (45) days after said plans and specifications have been submitted, the Architectural Review Committee shall be deemed to have approved said plans and specifications.  The present Architectural Review Committee shall consist of four representatives appointed by the developer.  Said Architectural Review Committee shall be reaffirmed or replaced by the vote of the property owners association at such time as one half of the lots in the subdivision have been sold to new purchasers.

11. Construction of any home, once begun, shall be undertaken with reasonable diligence and must be completed within nine months from the date of the Building Permit issued by Jackson County for that lot.

12. Each home constructed in Antrim Glen shall have at least a two-car garage.  The entrance to be entered from the rear, or either side of the garage, so the garage door(s) do not face the street in front of the residence. 

13. All driveways shall be paved with either concrete of asphalt paving.

14. No detached structures shall be placed upon any lot that is not first approved by the Antrim Glen Architectural Review Committee.  Any such building shall be constructed in the same style of the home on that particular lot and of like materials and shall be a completely enclosed structure. Any garage doors shall be entered from the rear, or either side of the structure, so the garage door(s) do not face the street in front of the residence.

15. No building shall be located nearer than 75 feet from the street Right of Way, or nearer than 30 feet to the side lot line, or nearer than 30 feet to the rear lot line.  The developer and the Architectural Review Committee reserve the right to change the setback requirement in the event that the minimum requirements cannot be met.

16. Any fencing shall be restricted to the rear portion of the lot and no fence shall be built closer to any street than the rear corner of the residence built on the lot.

17. There shall be no above ground swimming pools permitted on any lot.

18. Any exterior antenna or aerials shall be located on the rear of the home and any satellite dishes must not be visible from the street.

19. No road, driveway, footpath, or easement other than for drainage or utilities shall be permitted on or across any lot or common area for the purpose of accessing adjacent property to the subdivision or the subdivision roads of Antrim Glen.

20. Each lot owner shall automatically become a member of the Antrim Glen Property Owners Association, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as the AGPOA, Inc.), and shall have one vote per lot in all affairs of said association, and shall become subject to and bound by the by-laws, rules, and regulations of said association.  All Antrim Glen property owners shall be assessed by the AGPOA, Inc. for the proper maintenance of the subdivision entrance, streetlights, and any common areas including any lake in the community that may be designated as common areas.  Common areas such as the lake access area and the entrance avenue may be deeded to the AGPOA at the discretion of the developer.

21. There shall be no exposed concrete block or formed concrete exposed on any completed homes or structure.  Block or concrete shall be covered with brick, stucco, siding, or stone in the manner, which is appealing, and in harmony with the architecture of the home.

22. In order to preserve the nature beauty of Antrim Glen, the cutting or clearing of trees shall be restricted to that associated with the construction of the driveway, building site, and landscaping of the lot, or removal of dead or infested and dying trees.

23. Homeowners shall maintain lots in a manner consistent with the community wide standard and these covenants.  In the event that the AGPOA, Inc. determines that a lot is not being maintained properly, the AGPOA, Inc. shall give the owner written notice of the Association’s intent to provide the necessary maintenance, repair, or replacement at the owner’s sole cost and expense.  The owner shall have 30 days after receipt of notice to comply with request of the Association.  Upon non-compliance by owner, the Association may provide the necessary maintenance and all cost shall be added to the owner’s assessment obligation and shall become a lien against the lot.

24. Invalidation of any one of these covenants by judgement or court order shall in no way affect any of the other provisions, which shall remain in full force and effect for a term of 20 years from the recording of these covenants into the records of the Jackson County Courthouse.

25. The exterior front elevation and at least the two exterior sides of any house (including any large bay window areas, or gables facing the street) shall be constructed of brick, stucco, or stone, or a combination thereof, with the front and two sides being of the same material.
26. Mailbox structures shall conform to the exterior of the home, limited to brick, stucco, or stone.

27. The developer and the AGPOA, Inc., Board of Directors reserves the right to make reasonable amendments and modifications to the subdivision plat, and to reasonably amend these protective covenants.

Additional Covenants for Lake Lots in Phase 2: Lots 20 through 28 inclusive, and Lot 32.  All lots that back up to and include portions of any lake in Antrim Glen shall have rights to use of the lake in the following manner:

1.A.
All lots, which contain any portion of the lake, shall have the right to use of the entire lake.

2.A
All lots bordering the lake shall share equal responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep of any dam or drainage structures.

3.A.
Prior to constructing any dock or structure visible from the lake, a homeowner must have written approval from a minimum of 70% of all other owners on the lake.
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
